HISTORY 
The club was founded in April 1947 and is one of the countryôs 
longest established model flying clubôs. The founding members 
were Messrs Gibbons, Hart, Jeffries and Price. At that time flying 
was at Down Ampney airfield. After many years at South Cerney 
Airfield and Blake Hill, the club moved to Kemble in 1982, where 
over the years model flying has taken place on most parts of the 
airfield. At the present we are flying from the E Site location 
which is south of the south taxi way ósee mapô . We have an 
enthusiastic membership covering all aspects of 
model aircraft.     
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CLUB PHILOSOPHY 
This booklet outlines the guidelines for safe flying within our club. 
We try to avoid the rigid,ò Rules and Regulationsò, which afflict so 
many  hobby clubs. All we ask is that you follow these guidelines 
and use your common sense. If you are not sure what to do at 
any time, then ask one of the other club members. We share our 
flying site with other users and  we rely on their good will to retain 
itôs use, so please do not do anything  that might jeopardise our 
continued use of the facilities! 
USE OF FLYING SITES 
All members of the club, and visitors wishing to fly, are required 
to belong to the British Model Flying Association (BMFA), so the 
guide lines laid out in their handbook form the basis of our clubôs 
safety code. Should you wish to invite a guest to fly at our site, 
then it is your  responsibility to ensure that they also belong to 
the BMFA. Every  member must at all times, carry their club and 
BMFA membership cards, whilst on the flying sites. 
CHILD PROTECTION and VULNERABLE ADULTS 
a) All members, parents, guardians and carer's are to comply 
with  BMFA and club policies and guidelines for the promotion of 
welfare  and care of children. 
 
b) A junior member is defined as being under 18 years of age. 
 
c) A vulnerable adult is defined as a person of 18 years of age or 
over but through mental or physical attributes requires a higher 
level of supervsion than would be normally commensurate with 
an adult member. 
 
d) A responsible adult is defined as a senior member or parent/ 
guardian who has the clearance, experience, knowledge and 
training commensurate with the type of supervision required. 
e) Junior members must be supervised at all times by a 
responsible adult. The level of supervision is to be 
commensurate with the junior memberôs age, maturity, 
capabilities and levels of experience.  
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Unless undergoing flight training or flight activities, they will not 
be allowed in the pit or flight line areas. 
 
f) Junior memberôs under the age of 14 years shall not start an 
engine or carry a model with the engine running unless they are 
supervised by a responsible adult. 
g) No child or vulnerable adult shall undertake any activity which 
might place him or her at risk. In any event prior consultation with 
the parent, guardian or carer must take place if there is any doubt 
on the memberôs abilities to undertake a specific activity. 
h) No senior member is to be expected to assume responsibility 
for a child or a vulnerable adult unless he / she has been 
specifically requested to do so by the parent, guardian or carer. If 
required to do so he / she is to assume complete and total 
responsibility for the child or vulnerable adult whilst he / she is in 
their charge. 
i) Notwithstanding the previous paragraph (h), should a member 
discover a child or vulnerable adult that is unsupervised then he / 
she must assume responsibility for that persons safety in the first 
instance. The situation should then be rectified as soon as 
possible by seeking out the parent, guardian, carer or nominated 
supervisor. Any instance of such an occurrence is to be reported 
to the club committee as soon as possible and a record made of 
the occurrence. 
j) Whilst supervising children or vulnerable adults, memberôs 
should avoid placing themselves in a position that could be open 
to misinterpretation or question in accordance with BMFA policy. 
Remember, the policy is there to protect you as well as children 
and vulnerable adults. 
k) Should any member, parent, guardian, carer or the person 
themselves have concerns about the welfare of children or 
vulnerable adults the he /she is to contact any of the club officers 
or any of the help lines on page 6 of the BMFA policy, 
procedures and guidelines document. 
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I) All memberôs are required to respect the rights and dignity of 
children and vulnerable adults and to promote their welfare. 
Caring is largely a matter of common sense provided that 
everyone is clear on what is expected of them and a few simple 
procedures are adhered to. It is not a responsibility to be feared 
but is, nevertheless, essential if we are to ensure that we are to 
be a club that offers opportunities for all. 
MOBILE PHONES 
The use of these in the pit area is discouraged, owing to possible 
interference with computer radio equipment, so please leave 
them at home or in the car. Never take them onto the flight line. 
SITE RENTAL AGREEMENT CONDITIONS 
The designated area must be kept clean and tidy at all times. We 
must  not cause damage, disturbance, annoyance, 
inconvenience or interference to the designated area or adjoining 
/ neighbouring property. Nothing must be brought onto the site 
that is not directly related to the sport of model flying. 
No signs must be erected without prior consent of the Facilities 
Management. 
ñFailure to comply will invalidate the agreementò 
SUBSCRIPTIONS 
Club membership subscriptions must be paid on or before 31st 

December each year. Concessions apply to new members 
joining part  way through the year, Senior Citizens and Juniors. 
Common sense, appreciation of potential hazards and courtesy 
towards others are key to us all enjoying this exciting hobby. 
FLIGHT TRAINING 
The club has many memberôs who are willing to help you to fly. 
Please pre-book training sessions with your chosen instructor. 
Currently we do not have any provision for helicopter training 
 
 
 
. 
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New memberôs must demonstrate a safe flying standard, before 
they will be allowed to fly solo. Until this point, they must be 
supervised by a competent flyer until cleared to fly solo by a club 
instructor. As you improve, you will be encouraged to 
demonstrate your skills by taking first an óAô, then later the more 
advanced óBô certificate, details of which are given in your BMFA 
handbook. 
VISITORS 
Club memberôs may occasionally invite pilots from other clubs, 
but it is your responsibility to accompany them, and ensure that 
they follow our club rules at all times and that they have evidence 
of their BMFA Insurance. The committee should clear extended 
visits in advance. 

KEMBLE AIRFIELD 
ACCESS 
For access to the airfield and flying area please see map on next 
page. 
FLYING TIMES 
08.00 to 20.00 Hrs 7 days a week. Should any dates be 
unavailable to us, then these will be published on the club 
calendar, and if possible be posted on the clubôs web site. 
ON ARRIVAL AT THE GATE HOUSE 
On entering the airfield, you should record your arrival in the 
clubôs folder in the gate house. This applies also to any visitors. 
If you are the first person to arrive, then collect the field box, 
containing the orange strips (2), windsock and first aid kit. 
. 
Contact the tower for permission to fly, 01285 772384 complete 
the ótower contactedô column on the booking-in sheet. 
Position ñModel Flying in Progressò warning sign adjacent to the 
barrier, then proceed to the flying area. 
Place the Orange strips in position and peg down. Erect the wind 
sock if required. 
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If you are not the first still check that the tower has been 
contacted. Always display your Kemble security card on your 
dashboard whilst on 
site. 
Having decided on the pit location and parked the car, you are 
now ready to prepare your aircraft. 
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USE ABOVE 200ft AGL FLYING and RADIO 
The radio (If in use) should never be left unattended on site, as 
this is how Kemble Tower will contact us. When there is flying, 
the ólookoutô on the flight line MUST always have the radio with 
them. So if you have the radio and wish to fly, ensure that you 
pass it to your lookout.  
 
PROCEDURE FOR CDMAC OPERATIONS ABOVE 200FT 
 Club members wishing to fly in excess of 200ft AGL must use 
the following procedure. (This has been agreed with Kemble 
Airport Operations KAOP 047), model flying above 400ft AGL is 
not permitted.  
 

 
 
1. A minimun of 24 Hrs prior to planned flying above 200ft the 
club(Secretary) is to contact Kemble Airport Operations on 01285 
771177 informing them of the intended flying. If agreed they will 
issue a NOTAM (Notice To Airmen) informing local pilots of the 
intention. If refused model flying can still take place below 200ft. 
2. On the day the club(Secretary) will go to the tower operations 
desk and complete a ñCasual Events Permitò (KAOP032) check 
that the tower has been informed about model flying if not do so, 
and collect a ground use radio which must be returned by 
1800BST (1700GMT) or at the end of the flying session, if earlier. 
The call sign will be ñModel Flyingò call procedure is ñKemble 
Tower - Model Flyingò and await their response as they may be 
dealing with air traffic. If the tower call us they will expect a 
prompt reply. 
3. Prior to ANY flying above 200ft the tower is to be contacted (by 
radio) and will approve/deny according to local operations at that 
ime if approved it will be for a fixed period of time and the tower 
is to be informed when the flight is complete (again by radio).. 
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4. For club special events i.e. Competitions Kemble Airport 
Operations are to be informed in good time so that any special 
procedures can be adopted and agreed by all. 
5. For the initial access to the tower, entry is only through the 
north gate from the A 417, visit the tower, then proceed to the 
flying site, across the airfield. On completion of flying proceed to 
the gate across the taxiway use the telephone located there to 
contact the tower who will then open the gate. 
At all times watch and obey the runway crossing lights, and also 
visually check that it is SAFE to cross the runway. It is your 
responsibility to ensure that it is SAFE. 
The last to leave the flying site should inform the tower that we 
have finished flying, by radio or phone.. 
GENERAL SAFETY 
Always leave your transmitter in the vicinity of the pegboard 
when not in use, with the transmitter switched off 
PRE-FLIGHT CHECKS 

The importance of following the radio control 
procedures cannot be stressed to highly. Each transmitter should 
have a pennant, clearly showing the frequency of the crystal. You 
should also have a clothes peg, marked with your name and the 
frequency of your radio. A 2.4 GHz Transmitter pennant is to be a 
Black Ribbon. 
USE OF THE FREQUENCY CONTROL BOARD 
We use a peg-board with a position for each of the available 
frequencies used for airborne radio control. 
You should never remove your transmitter from the field box, or 
switch it on without first checking that no one has already 
reserved yours, or one of the adjacent frequencies. When you 
want to fly, or even start your engine, check that your frequency 
is clear (no peg on the board). Place your peg on the board only 
when you are ready to fly. You are now free to switch on your 
transmitter. 
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WARNING: If someone else is using an adjacent frequency, then 
unless you have checked your radio with his or herôs for 
interference, on the ground, you should never switch yours on. 
Be aware of others who may have the same, or adjacent 
frequency to yours, then you can fairly share the time available to 
fly. Remember to switch on the transmitter first, followed by the 
receiver. The use of the 2.4 GHz band is to be signified by 
placing your named peg on the board in the 2.4 GHz band 
section. 
FLYING 
Before flying, you should carry out the pre-flight checks as 
described in the BMFA Member Handbook . Again remember 
that you must not fly alone. A non-flying observer must be 
present on the flight line whenever you are flying. At Kemble, 
there should no more than 6 models flying at any one time. All 
pilots and the observer must stand together on the flight line, in 
the designated area (pilotôs box), so that they can hear each 
other Before taking off, check with all flyers that it is safe to do 
so, and check for a reply from each. If you are crossing the 
runway, shout clearly ñcrossing the runwayò. If you are landing, 
shout clearly ñlandingò.  Should your engine stop in flight, and you 
are forced to land, then shout ñdead stickò, then all other flyers 
are obliged to clear the strip for a safe landing. 
FLYING SAFETY 
We are currently limited to flying at a height of 200 ft, unless 
given specific permission to raise this by the control tower. Pay 
particular attention to the presence of full size aircraft and micro 
lights as they always have priority in the sky. Take note of the 
direction they are using to take off and land, as you may have to 
clear airspace in a hurry. In case of a serious accident, call 999 
first, then contact the tower and ask for the crash vehicle, which   

has trained first-aiders.       
 Due to the fact that we share the airspace, solo flying is not 
allowed. 
THERE MUST ALWAYS BE A SECOND PERSON PRESENT. 
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They should be used as a second pair of eyes and to monitor the 
radio, to warn of potential hazards from other users, or to pass on 
radio messages. 
You should always fly in the same circuit direction as other flyers. 
The second person can also act as an untrained First Aider in 
case of accidents. 
The second person does not necessarily have to be a club 
member, e.g. Wife / girlfriend. It is the responsibility of the 
club member to ensure that the non-club person is fully 
briefed on their responsibility. 
POST FLIGHT CHECKS 
After retrieving the model, once the engine has stopped, always 
power off the receiver first, followed by the transmitter. 
As soon as you can, remove your peg from the board, place your 
transmitter by the field box, and tell anyone sharing your,or an 
adjacent frequency, that it is now free for their use. 
You should follow the guidelines in the BMFA Members 
Handbook for post flight checks of your model.

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ON COMPLETION OF FLYING 
Everyone must sign out in the club book in the gatehouse, 
The last person to leave the site should inform the tower that 
flying has now finished and return the field box and orange strips 
etc to the gatehouse, remove warning sign and place on 
veranda. Ensure that any radio issued by Kemble Airport 
operations is returned ref page 9. 
. MODEL FLYING AREA DETAILED PLAN 
Plan details of the flying area are shown below 
Preferred area is the use of the parking, pits and pilots box area 
to the right hand side (Northern side) of our runway. 
Flying over the the general area, keeping within the airfield 
bounds. If for any reason i.e. low sun, this is not practical then 
the parking, pits and pilots box to the (Southern side) of our 
runway may be utilised, with flying over the area towards the old 
Fosse Way taking care not to infringe past the Fosse Way or to 
the North of the Southern Taxi Track.
